Cliff joined in 1973/74 and soon became the backbone of the 
1st XI bowling attack, alongside Kim Mastertoun. A great 
outswing bowler who developed later as a batsmen when he 
dropped down the grades. He played over 280 games, scored 
3500+ runs, 11 x 50’s, 2 x 100’s (H.S. 122*). With over 500 
wickets to his credit, 26 x 5 W/I, 4 x 7 W/I & 2 x 10 W/M efforts 
with a best of 7/31 he has few peers. Remembered for his 
remarkable 1976/77 effort of 6/0 in ‘A Grade’ and the financial 
contribution he made in the 1980’s & 90’s. He served on the 
committee for many years & was rewarded with Life 
Membership in 1990.
