At 19; our youngest ever 1st XI Captain. He brought a change
in the club culture in the 1960’s, introducing future stars —

20 seasons into the 1980’s. The dominant batsman of the first
half of the 1960’s with 2 x 100’s, 1 x 90, 16 x 50’s & a highest
score of 125*. Won Association and Club Batting awards and
served on the Club & FTGDCA Executive for 6 years. Made a
Life Member (1966) prior to departing to Sth. Aust. where he
played District 15t Grade cricket for a number of years.
