29/10/1879 SBMJ DANDENONG vs SPRINGVALE includes Fred Stevens, Peter McQuade and Oliver McQuade participating 
for SPRINGVALE 
 
10/3/1880  SBMJ  A match was played (Saturday 6/3/1880) between the FERNTREE GULLY and SCORESBY CRICKET 
CLUBS NOTE: The teams appear more likely to have been derived from players from the respective districts known as Ferntree 
Gully & Scoresby rather than from specific ‘clubs’, on the ground of the latter, which resulted in a draw in favour of the former. 
FERNTREE GULLY 52 & 2/42 to SCORESBY 46 & 55. An arrangement had been made between the clubs to draw stumps at 6:30 p.m., 
and if the game was not won by that time, it was to be called a drawn game. The SCORESBY Captain, finding there was no possibility of 
finishing the game by the call of time appointed put on the second rate bowlers; hence the good score of the FERNTREE GULLY CLUB 
in the second innings. Refer Scorebook.   
 
17/3/1880  SBMJ  CRICKET JOTTINGS: A match was played at Mulgrave on Saturday last (13/3/1880) between SCORESBY 
DISTRICT and MULGRAVE CRICKET CLUB, which resulted in an easy victory for the latter. MULGRAVE 60 & 6/23 def SCORESBY 
DISTRICT 14 & 65. Refer Scorebook.   
 
20/3/1880  PTEL  A match was played last Saturday (13/3/1880) at Mulgrave between the MULGRAVE and SCORESBY C. 
Clubs, which resulted in a victory for the former, by 4 wickets and 3 runs, the scores being – MULGRAVE, 60 and 6 wickets for 22 (sic); 
SCORESBY, 14 and 65. For the former, Duff 11 and 0, Crane 11, Henry 11 not out and 2 not out batted well, and Crane 6 wickets for 1 
run, Whitford 5 for 5 bowled well. For the latter, Tainton 4 and 17, McComb 0 19, and Vaughan 0 and 13 batted well. Refer Scorebook. 
 
25/3/1880  AGE  CRICKET: The “YARRA YARRA” Club play the FERNTREE GULLY on Good Friday (26/3/1880), at

14/4/1880  SBMJ  On Saturday last (10/4/1880) a match was played at Scoresby between SCORESBY DISTRICT and 
MULGRAVE CRICKET CLUB, which resulted in an easy victory for the former. SCORESBY thus won by seven wickets but as the match 
was finished in good time; a mutual arrangement was made to play the innings out. No score was taken after this. Refer Scorebook. 
 
21/4/1880  SBMJ  The DANDENONG play the FERNTREE GULLY CLUB on the ground of the latter on Saturday next 
(24/4/1880) 
 
24/4/1880  AGE CRICKET; “YARRA YARRA” will play the FERNTREE GULLY Club at Collingwood today, and the 
OFFICERS AND GUNNERS of the Emerald Hill Artillery Corps will play a match on the South Melbourne cricket ground. 
 
24/4/1880  ARGUS  This afternoon’s (24/4/1880) sports – a cricket match has been arranged between “YARRA YARRA” and 
FERNTREE GULLY at Dight’s Paddock. NOTE: This match cannot have been played as FERNTREE GULLY was already engaged 
with DANDENONG (See below). 
 
28/4/1880  SBMJ  A cricket match was played at Scoresby on Saturday last (24/4/1880) between the DANDENONG and a 
combined team from the SCORESBY & FERNTREE GULLY CLUBS, which resulted in an easy victory for the DANDENONG XI  
 
DANDENONG played a combined SCORESBY/FERNTREE GULLY TEAM resulting in a victory for DANDENONG 70 def 
SCORESBY/FERNTREE GULLY 22 and 15. In this team were Charman, R. Dinsdale, Charsley, McComb, F. Holland, Kennedy, A. 
Dinsdale, Gibson, O. Williams, J. Dinsdale and R. Vaughan. Kennedy took 4 wickets while McComb top scored in both Innings with 6 and 
4. Refer Scorebook.   
 
NOTE: Throughout 1880/81, SCORESBY played a number of other matches, but very little mention was made of the FERNTREE
